SENIOR-FRIENDLY PURIM CELEBRATIONS IN OUR COMMUNITY

Celebrate by letting loose and having fun, and focus on four special mitzvot (good deeds): 

1. HEAR THE MEGILLAH: Listen to the whole megillah, a.k.a. “The Book of Esther,” which 
tells the Purim story. Esther’s heroism plays the leading role in saving her Jewish people.

2. GIVE TO THE NEEDY: A primary theme of Purim is Jewish unity. Haman, the Persian 
king’s prime minister, plotted to exterminate all of the Jews in Persia. Since all Jews were  
in danger together, Jews celebrate together, too. So on Purim day, special emphasis is 
placed on caring for the less fortunate.

3. SEND FOOD GIFTS TO FRIENDS (MISHLOACH MANOT): On Purim, we emphasize the  
importance of friendship and community by sending gifts of food to friends. Many times 
these baskets or boxes include hamantaschen, a Purim favorite. 

4. FEAST! On Purim day, gather family and friends to celebrate with a festive Purim meal.
